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· We will be conducting a population survey of the OWL site to establish some baseline data.  Hopefully we will be able to buy native seeds later this fall to plant next spring.  The goal is to help the native grasses expand and push out the non-native cool season grasses.

· Survey the Land to create a map and grids

· One transit in line with the west side of the natural area.  

· Place a stake at the corner of the area and space to additional stakes in line with the transit and 25ft apart.

· Use these stakes and your strings to construct your quadrats.

· Place a flag at each corner of your quadrat.  

· Materials

· Flags

· String

· Tape Measure

· Catalog the flora in each quadrat using digital cameras, measurements and iPhoto

· Take overview pictures for each grid

· Take pictures of each different plant species

· For less common plants:

· Count the number of stems for each specimen of the more sparse species

· Take measurements for each plant specimen

· Identify each plant

· Load the photos into iPhoto and create keyword tags for each photo

· Quadrat # and section

· Genus and species

· Common name

· Add measurements in info tag

· For more common plants (especially the cool temp. fescue)

· Use a square meter quadrat (4m rope ring) to measure two square meters at random inside your 7.5m quadrat.

· Count the number of fescue stems in one square meter.

· Use this to estimate the number of stems in your larger 7.5m quadrat.
